Kia ora tatou 
 
We have put together this booklet so that you have information about the Ministry of Education,  
Special Education in one place.  We hope this will assist you in understanding what we are funded to 
provide, in accessing our services and knowing who you can speak with about any issues you have. 
 
We have recently restructured our Auckland Metropolitan area to improve our service provision.  This 
booklet tells you who is in the team providing services to your school or early childhood education  
centre (ECE), who is managing the teams and how they can be contacted.   If your school or ECE  
centre is in the Mangere, Mangere Bridge or Otahuhu, then it is likely your services will be provided 
from the Maungawhau office rather than the Manukau office.  This has been done to make the districts 
a similar size. 
 
Other changes you will notice are that: 

• the same team will work with those children eligible for our services from 0-8 years rather 
than changing teams at age 5 and possibly having to wait for a service from a new team. 

• if the student is eligible for ORRS, they will get their education services from the same 
team from age 0-21 unless they are with another specialist service provider. 

• if the student has significant behaviour issues we now have a specialist team who will be 
providing a wrap-around service for children from age 8-14. 

• There is a new crisis response team which will be able to respond within 48 hours to 
situations where there is escalating behaviour (see description in our services) 

• Students in the Manurewa, Papakura, Tamaki and Otahuhu areas will receive services 
from teams that will work within a kaupapa Māori framework. 

• There is a change in the management structure.  Auckland is being managed by an  
 Operations Manager (Myra Mains) so that we deliver consistent services across  
 Auckland. 

• There is a team led by Rose Cameron dedicated to improving professional practice.  We 
previously had specialists doing this part-time, but this allows for a consistent focus on 
improving our practice. 

• We will have one person (Jen Seel) responsible for fund management across 
 metropolitan Auckland to provide greater consistency around funding decisions. 
• The four Manukau offices moved on 2 February to one location at Bishop Dunn Place in 

South Botany. 
 
Our vision is that “Every child and young person will learn and achieve to his/her potential and be fully 
included in their school and community”.  We are working towards being a world-leading provider of 
specialist education services; providing professional expertise and leadership, enabling all children and 
young people to be included in their local community. 
 
We have three key priorities: 

• Providing high quality, culturally responsive services as early as possible in the life of the 
child or as needs arise 

• Developing and maintaining excellent relationships with schools and ECE centres. 
• Supporting our staff in their professional practice.

Schools 
 
The Northwest Eight Plus team provides behaviour service to all colleges, intermediates and primary schools within the 
Northwest District.  These schools are in the same geographic patch as the preceding Northwest Teams. 
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Our Services 
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Early Intervention Service 
 
 
The Early Intervention service provides specialist support for children who have a developmental or 
learning delay, a disability or communication difficulty that impacts on their ability to participate and 
learn at home or in an early childhood setting. 
 
This support comes in the form of teams that work holistically alongside the child, their family and 
teachers, both in the home and within early childhood education settings. 
 
The service has a strong focus on play-based assessment and intervention linking with Te Whāriki—
the Early Childhood Curriculum. 
 
Who can receive this service? 
 
The service provides extra support for children with high and moderate learning and developmental 
needs, including behaviour, until they start school. The length of time a child receives support depends 
on their needs. 
 
How do we access this service? 
 
Teachers and health professionals can refer a child with a parent’s consent or parents are welcome to 
approach Special Education directly. You can either phone your local Special Education office or fill in 
a referral form. A copy of the referral form is attached. 
 
What happens next? 
 
Once a child has been referred, Early Intervention staff will make contact with the family and referrer to 
gather further information. This initial information will determine what sort of support we will be able to 
offer. Depending on the child’s needs, specialist support may include one or more of the following: 
 

• Speech-language therapists 
• Early intervention teachers 
• Psychologists 
• Advisers on deaf children 
• Kaitakawaenga 
 

If needed, Early Intervention teams work closely with specialists from the Ministry of Health e.g. visiting 
neuro-development therapists, physiotherapists and occupational therapists.  
 

If a more comprehensive assessment is needed it may require a few sessions as the specialist will 
gather as much information as possible about how the child participates and learns in their most natu-
ral settings e.g. at home and in their early childhood education centre. Copies of the specialist’s report 
will go to both the parent/s and ot your service with the parents’ permission. 
 
The teacher, the parent/s and the rest of the team will then meet to develop an Individual Plan using 
information from the assessment report. The Individual Plan will identify goals and strategies to sup-
port the child within Te Whāriki, the early childhood curriculum, and/or at home. The plan is normally 
reviewed twice a year following re-assessment. 
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Communication/Speech-Language Therapy (SLT) 
 
 
Communication Service 
 
The Communication Service provides support at school for students with moderate to high speech 
and/or language needs. Speech-Language Therapists work collaboratively with the teacher, the stu-
dent, their parent/s and family/whanau, and kaitakawaenga when required. Not all students who re-
ceived services in Early Intervention will receive services from the Ministry once they are at schools.. 
The moderate SLT resource was given to schools as part of the Special Education Grant. Special Edu-
cation provides training to support schools in managing the needs of their students 
 
Who can receive this service? 
 
The main focus of this service is on students aged five to eight years with high communication needs. 
 
To be eligible to access the Communication Service students need to have one or more of the follow-
ing issues which prevent them from being able to participate and learn: 
 
• A language delay or disorder. For example, they find it hard to follow instructions and under-

stand what they have been asked to do, or they can only talk in short sentences; 
• Difficulty developing social skills that means they find it hard to join in conversations with other 

children and adults;  
• A stutter and frequently repeating words or sounds, or getting stuck on words so that other have 

trouble understanding them; 
• Voice problems that make it very difficult for them to communicate with people in everyday 

situations. They may have an extremely husky voice or keep losing their voice; 
• Speak in a way that’s very difficult for people to understand. 
 
How do we access this service? 
 
If a student appears to meet the above criteria the first thing to do is to discuss this with the parent/s. 
There may be someone on your staff such as a Special Needs Education Coordinator (SENCO) 
whose role it is to work with parent/s. 
 
If you are unsure if a student meets the criteria, you can contact your Special Education office and a 
speech-language therapist can work with you to help determine whether to proceed with an applica-
tion. 
 
A copy of the referral form is available in Appendix 1; copies are available from your local Special Edu-
cation office. 
 
What happens next? 
 
Usually a speech-language therapist will read the referral information and then decide if they need to 
contact the teacher to clarify the student’s communication needs or for further information, e.g. infor-
mation about the student’s participation in social activities, learning and their wellbeing. 
 
When the student is accepted for an assessment, a speech-language therapist will contact the teacher 
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Communication/Speech-Language Therapy (SLT) 
 
 
How is the service delivered? 
 
Special Education may provide support in a range of ways, including; 
 
• Through an individual programme that is followed up at home and at school 
• Help from a teacher aide at school/kura 
• Small group work 
• Classroom strategies for the teacher 
• Advice and guidance to everyone working with your student 
• Help from a communication support worker (CSW). These are specially trained aides who work 

with speech-language therapists to provide short-term support for students’ speech-language 
therapy. CSWs work in schools and may support your student within the classroom or through 
individual sessions in a quiet room 

• Kaitakawaenga support. Maori cultural advisors will help everyone to work in culturally appropri-
ate and responsive ways. 
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Behaviour Services 
 
 
The Severe Behaviour Service has a team of specialists that schools can call on if a student has a se-
vere behaviour problem. 
 
The behaviour teams have specialist knowledge, strategies and experience and can provide parents 
and teachers with appropriate strategies and support to make changes to a student’s learning environ-
ment—both at home and in the classroom—to help your student learn more positive ways of coping 
and relating to others. 
 
Who can receive this service? 
 
The service is for year 1 to 10 students who behave in a way that significantly affects their learning, 
other students’ learning or safety, or their own ability to relate positively with other people. 
 
The focus of the Behaviour Service is students whose main difficulty is behaviour, which is severe. 
Students with a range of difficulties may have their behaviour addressed under other Ministry services. 
Students being supported by one of the Ongoing and Reviewable Resourcing Schemes (the ORRS) 
who have severe behaviour issues, for example, will have this addressed as part of their ORRS ser-
vices. 
 
How do we access this service? 
 
Your school can apply in consultation with parent/s. A copy of the referral form is available in Appendix 
1. Copies are available from your local Special Education office. 
 
We encourage parents to discuss their concerns with the teacher or principal or a kaitakawaenga 
(Special Education Maori cultural advisor) if they believe their child has a significant behaviour difficulty 
that needs to be addressed. You may have someone on the staff whose role it is to work with the par-
ent/s, such as a Special Education Needs Coordinator (SENCO). 
 
What happens next? 
 
A Special Education caseworker, such as a psychologist or a special education advisor, will work with 
the student, their family and the teacher to manage the issues that contribute to the student’s behav-
iour and to develop strategies to manage and change the learning environment and behaviour. 
 
Everyone will work together to develop an Individual Plan. When this is done the caseworker will work 
closely with you and the family to implement the strategies in the plan. Parents are expected to be in-
volved so they understand how the behaviour is being managed and to back this up at home. 
 
A kaitakawaenga may also help your school to work in culturally appropriate and responsive ways. 
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Incredible Years Programme  
 

 
The Incredible Years Programme? 
 
Incredible Years is a series of programmes for teachers and parents that are intended to reduce the 
challenging behaviours in children and to increase their social and self-control skills. If you have chil-
dren with problem behaviour in your classroom, the Teacher Classroom Management Programme will 
provide you with strategies to help improve the way things are managed in your classroom, help you 
promote pro-social behaviour in the children in your class and help you reduce a child’s aggression 
and non-cooperation with their peers and teachers. 
 
The teacher programme covers: 
 

• Building positive relationships with children preventing behaviour problems 
• The proactive teacher, the importance of teacher attention 
• Encouragement and praise motivating children through incentives 
• Decreasing children’s inappropriate behaviour 
• Helping children learn social skills, empathy training and problem-solving 

 
Parents and teachers who have been through the programme speak highly of the positive long-term 
changes that have resulted. Contact your local Special Education office to learn more about the In-
credible Years programme. 
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Behaviour Crisis Response Service 
 

 
The Behaviour Crisis Response Service is available when a student’s behaviour is determined to be of 
such severity that immediate support is required. 
 
The Behaviour Crisis Response Service is part of the Severe Behaviour Service and is intended to 
provide strategies and resources to address the immediate impact of the behaviour and ensure the 
safety of the student, staff and others. The intent is to maintain the student’s placement while other 
agencies are engaged, a comprehensive assessment of the behaviours is conducted and interventions 
formulated. 
 
The Behaviour Crisis Response Team will facilitate a transition of the case to a member of the appro-
priate ongoing services once the interim supports are in place. 
 
Who can receive this service? 
 
The service is for Early Childhood Centres and children and young people up to Year 10 who behave 
in a way that significantly affects their safety, or the safety of others, and the behaviour is perceived 
by the referring agent to constitute a ‘crisis’. This means that the event (or events) has the four charac-
teristics of a crisis. It:  
 

• Is unexpected (i.e. a surprise); 
• Creates uncertainty; 
• Is seen as a threat; and 
• Requires an urgent need to change (within 48 hours) 

 
How do we access this service? 
 
Access to the Behaviour Crisis Response Service is through the Service Manager who ordinarily pro-
vides Special Education services. If, after discussion with that Service Manager, it is determined there 
is a need for the Behaviour Crisis Response Service the Service Manager will access that service im-
mediately. If you cannot contact your Service Manager you can phone 027 257 7193 
 
What happens next? 
 
A member of the Behaviour Crisis Service will contact you as soon as they are made aware of your 
request for support. Arrangements will be made for the team member to visit your school at your earli-
est convenience but definitely within 48 hours of your initial contact. 
 
The Behaviour Crisis Response team member may be a psychologist or a special education advisor. A 
kaitakawaenga may also be involved if required. 
 
The Behaviour Crisis Response team member will work with you, your staff, the student and their fam-
ily to explore the immediate issues that contribute to the student’s behaviour and to develop an Interim 
Support Plan to mitigate the risks and maintain safety. 
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Behaviour Crisis Response Service 
 
 
 
The Interim Support Plan will identify the specific behaviours of concern and strategies will be agreed 
by all involved to address those behaviours based on the information available at that time. The Interim 
Support Plan will include details of how to implement the strategies and data collection sheets to moni-
tor the effectiveness of the interventions. 
 
In some instances it may be determined that additional resources are required to maintain the stu-
dent’s placement or implement the agreed strategies. Should this be the case the Principal may make 
an application to the Interim Response Fund.

Traumatic Incidents Service 
 
 
The Traumatic Incidents Service provides two forms of assistance to ECE services and schools. The 
service can help ECE services and schools plan, prepare and train staff to deal with and prevent emer-
gencies and traumatic incidents. It can also work alongside ECE and school staff to respond to an inci-
dent and, where required, work with their traumatic incident teams. 
 
Who can receive this service? 
 
Any ECE service or school dealing with an emergency or a traumatic incident can access this service. 
 
Emergencies and traumatic incidents are broadly defined as events that: 
 

• Cause sudden and/or significant disruption to the operation, or effective operation, of an 
ECE service, school and community; 

• Have the potential to affect a large number of children, young people and staff; 
• Create significant dangers or risks to the physical and emotional well-being of children, 

young people and people within a community; 
• Attract media attention or a public profile for the ECE service and school. 

 
How do we access this service? 
 
The service can be accessed by phoning 0800-TI Team (0800-84 8326) or your local Special Educa-
tion district office during office hours. 
 
The TI phone is monitored by the co-ordinator or their representative. Service is immediately accessi-
ble through this phone line during working hours or you will be referred to a monitored phone outside 
office hours. 
 
What happens next? 
 
Special Education staff, under the guidance of traumatic incident coordinators, will work alongside 
ECE service’s or school’s traumatic incident team to respond to the incident and implement the trau-
matic incident response plan. For example, Special Education can provide support by: 
 

• Assisting the traumatic incident teams to respond to an incident and helping to maintain 
day-to-day operations; 

• Assisting staff to communicate appropriately with children, young people and the commu-
nity about the incident; 

• Helping people understand basic coping and self-help strategies such as re-connecting 
with daily routines and care; 

• Providing advice about typical traumatic incident responses; 
• Ensuring the safety of children, young people and staff by developing processes and sys-

tems with the ECE service or school traumatic incident team; 
• Linking into Maori networks and other culturally-appropriate services. 
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ORRS/ORRS Extension 
 
 
The Ongoing and Reviewable Resource Schemes (ORRS) provides direct support to Individual Stu-
dents with high and very high needs. This support is to enable them to be present, participate and 
learn in their school setting. The ORRS provide help from specialists and therapists, additional teacher 
time, teacher-aide support and a consumables grant. 
 
Ongoing and Reviewable—what's the difference? 
 
On the Ongoing Resourcing Scheme (ORS) your student’s funding stays with them until they finish 
school. Your student is on the ORS because it’s expected they will require this level of support 
throughout their school years. 
 
On the Reviewable Resourcing Scheme (RRS)  funding lasts until the end of the current year and for 
the following three years. After this you’ll need to discuss with the parent/s whether to apply again to 
move to the Ongoing Scheme. Your student is on the RRS because it’s uncertain whether their needs 
will remain at the same level. 
 
High or Very High needs—what does this mean? 
 
When you and the parent/s are notified your student has been accepted to receive ORRS funding you 
will be informed which scheme they will be on and whether their needs are considered as high or very 
high. This will determine how much additional teacher time they will receive and also the level of fund-
ing for specialist services, consumables and teacher’s aide support. 
 
There are four parts to ORRS: 
 
Additional Teacher Support: Your school receives a staffing allocation to provide additional teacher 
time. If you’re a private school, this is provided as funding. If your student has high needs they will get 
0.1 FTE additional teacher time. If your student has very high needs they will get 0.2 FTE additional 
teacher time. 
 
Funding for a teacher’s aide: Students receive a variable level of teacher’s aide support as deter-
mined by a review and moderation process. This is paid each term to your school. 
 
Consumables grant: Your school receives funding each term to cover the cost of small items your 
student specifically needs, such as computer games, extra-size pens, Braille machine paper, laminat-
ing pouches etc. Students with very high needs receive a higher sum. 
 
Specialist services: Specialist services such as physiotherapy and speech-language therapy are pro-
vided on the basis of each student’s needs where the Ministry holds the funds for a student. Special-
ists and therapists are employed directly by Special Education. Where a specialist service provider 
holds the funds for a student they are responsible for the provision of specialist services.

 ORRS/ORRS Extension 
 

 
How do we refer and who is able to receive this service? 
 
Most students starting school with high and very high needs will already be receiving support through 
the Early Intervention service. However, very occasionally a student will start school with unidentified 
high needs. Others may have needs that increase over time. To read the criteria for the ORRS please 
go to the Ministry of Education website. You can find detailed information and case studies in the 
ORRS Guidelines at www.minedu.govt.nz. 
 
If you believe a child may qualify for support from the ORRS, talk with your school’s Special Education 
Needs Coordinator if you have one, or with someone in your local Special Education office. 
 
An overview of the range of Special Education support and services can be found in the booklet A 
Quick Guide to Extra Support available on the Teacher section of the Ministry’s website, go to 
www.minedu.govt.nz. 
 
Does a child on the ORRS have to be at school all day every day? 
 
You cannot send a student home early or say they cannot attend on a particular day, such as when a 
teacher’s aide is not available. This may be breaching the Education Act (1989); all students have the 
same right to attend school. 
 
However, some students may find it a struggle to be at school full time. This may be because of health 
problems, because it’s too stressful and exhausting for them, or because they’ve just moved from an 
early childhood centre to school. The family, your school, and any specialists must all agree to your 
student attending school for fewer hours each week and this should be reviewed frequently. There 
must be a plan in place to include the student at school full time. 
 
If a student changes schools what happens to their ORRS funding? 
 
The funding moves with your student. 
 
What is the ORRS Extension? 
 
The ORRS Extension is a one-off programme introduced in 2010. It was created to help 400 students 
who just missed out on being able to go on the ORRS. These students will be on the programme until 
they finish school or until the end of the year they turn 18. The ORRS Extension was created as an 
interim approach to expand the ORRS while the Government carries out a review of Special Education 
services and support. If you want to learn more about the ORRS Extension go to www.minedu.govt.nz 
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ORRS/ORRS Extension 
 

 
How are teacher’s aide hours decided? 
 
If the Ministry of Education, Special Education holds the funds for a student in your school, the process 
for working out teacher’s aide hours is called the Special Education Moderation Process. It takes place 
when your student starts on the ORRS, then once a year—usually during Term 3. 
 
Someone from Special Education will lead those working with your student through a ‘moderation 
process’ to work out the hours they believe are required. All requests for teacher’s aide hours in your 
district are then considered by a Special Education team comprising principals, teachers and parents 
from your district. They’ll use benchmarks to ensure students with similar needs are treated equally. 
Their decisions must be within the district’s budget. 
 
They are guided by two forms which are known as the ‘descriptors’ and the ‘ratings scale’ for teacher’s 
aide resource. To read these, and see the forms used to apply for teacher’s aide hours, go to 
www.minedu.govt.nz 
 
Your student’s hours may change each year and they may not get the exact hours their team re-
quested. After discussion with the school and lead worker, parents can ask for a review of the deci-
sion. Every region or district has a review process.  
 
If a specialist service provider holds the funds for students in your school they will advise you of their 
process for deciding teacher aide hours. 
 
For more information 
 
If you’re unclear about any part of our service or have questions about the help your student receives, 
please talk with our staff at your local Special Education office, or call the Special Education informa-
tion line on 0800 622 622. You can get more detailed special education information, including A Quick 
Guide to Extra Support, under the teacher section of our website: www.minedu.govt.nz or on Te Kete 
Ipurangi a website that provides educational material for teachers and schools; www.tki.co.nz 
 
The classroom teacher has the primary responsibility for all students in their class learning the curricu-
lum, including those on the ORRS. The schemes are intended to provide the teacher with the support 
to accomplish this. 
 
Property modifications 
 
Your school is responsible for carrying out any recommended property modifications. This needs to 
begin well before your student starts. 
 
You will need to follow a process that involves the parent/s, the Ministry of Education and an occupa-
tional therapist from Special Education. You can find more detail in the Property Management Hand-
book for State School, section 3, page 13. 
 
A child does not have to be funded through the ORRS for property changes to be recommended. 
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ORRS/ORRS Extension 
 

 
What can we expect? 
 
The Special Education team will help your school to provide an environment for students where their 
emotional, physical and learning needs are understood and catered for. We offer practical support to 
teachers and parents. 
 
Your school will work together with the family and Special Education to develop, implement and moni-
tor your student’s IEP. 
 
What other support is available for students receiving the ORRS? 
 
Students receiving the ORRS may be able to get help with transport to school through Special Educa-
tion School Transport Assistance (SESTA) and with equipment, such as special keyboards and soft-
ware, through Assistive Technology Support. You can find more information on these on the Ministry 
website (www.minedu.govt.nz)

 The School High Health Needs Fund 
 

 
Special Education has two initiatives to support students to continue their education if, due to high 
health needs, they’re unable to go to their usual school or require support to be able to attend school 
safely. 
 
1. The School High Health Needs Fund (SHHNF). This provides teacher’s aide time to support 

students with serious medical conditions attend school safely. 
 
2. Regional Health Schools. Teachers from one of the three regional health schools can teach or 

guide student’s learning if they are in hospital frequently or for a long period. 
 
A student may be eligible to receive support from both sources e.g. they may get teacher’s aide sup-
port through the School High Health Needs Fund to help them to return to school after being taught at 
hospital or at home by a teacher from a regional health school. 
 
1. The School High Health Needs Fund 
 
The School High Health Needs Fund is for students with high health needs who require a teacher’s 
aide to provide care and/or supervise and monitor their medical needs for six weeks or longer. Some 
children require this support for several years, or throughout their schooling. 
 
The type of support will be agreed between the teacher and school and the parents and health profes-
sionals and will be recorded in the student’s Individual Care Plan. 
 
Who can access this support? 
 
To access this support the student must meet all of the following four criteria: 
 
1. Have a high health need and require a teacher’s aide to help care for them at school. 
2. Require a teacher’s aide for supervision; help with physical tasks, crisis response or to ensure 

they receive the appropriate treatment or intervention. 
3. Teacher’s aide support is essential for the student to access all areas of the school required for 

them to be able to participate and learn. It’s expected this support means they’ll be able to main-
tain or improve both their attendance and their health status. 

4. Your student’s high health need must be of such intensity, and/or frequency, and/or duration, 
that a teacher’s aide is needed to: 

• Protect their life 
• Prevent severe effects on their physical health 
• Prevent them having an accident or injury 
• Control infection. 

 
Some students may also meet a fifth criteria: 
 
5. They have a health need they are expected to eventually be able to manage themselves. 
 Whether they are eligible under this criteria will depend on the nature of their need, whether they 
 need training in the appropriate procedures to manage their condition, and their developmental 
 level. 
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 The School High Health Needs Fund 
 
 
For detailed examples to the kind of health conditions that might be supported see the School High 
Health Needs Fund Guidelines on our website (www.minedu.govt.nz). 
 
How do we apply for support? 
 
Your school can apply in consultation with parent/s. A copy of the referral form is available at the end 
of the SHHNF web page at www.minedu.govt.nz/special education. 
 
Who decides if a student receives this service? 
 
Special Education verifiers decide if your student qualifies for the SHHNF and for other resources such 
as the Ongoing and Reviewable Resourcing Schemes. 
 
You and the parent/caregiver will be told the outcome in writing. This will usually take about three 
weeks. 
 
How often will a student’s eligibility for the Fund be reviewed? 
 
The verifiers will review eligibility for your student once a year. Verifiers can ask to see the current Indi-
vidual Care Plan (ICP) and a recent medical report to decide if your student continues to meet the cri-
teria. 
 
If there’s a significant change in your student’s level of need then you can submit a new application at 
any time, providing details about what has changed for them. 
 
Who manages the funding? 
 
Special Education is one of the fund holders for the School High Health Needs Fund. Some schools 
are also specialist service providers and are fund holders for groups of schools. Fund holders are re-
sponsible for funds provided to schools each term to pay for the teacher’s aide. 
 
The fund holder is responsible for making sure the student has an ICP that is updated each year, or 
sooner if the student’s level of need changes significantly. The ICP should detail the: 
 

• Care and supervision tasks of the teacher’s aide 
• Monitoring system that ensures care remains appropriate to the student’s needs 
• Evaluation process to determine the student’s ongoing level of need for care and supervi-

sion. 
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The  School High Health Needs Fund 
 

 
Can a student still get the ORRS or other support? 
 
A student can be supported by the SHHNF at the same time as receiving help through any other Spe-
cial Education funding scheme except the ORRS. A student who meets the criteria for the ORRS, and 
who has high health needs, will have all their care and supervision funded by the ORRS. 
 
 
What if the student’s high health need was caused by an accident? 
 
If your student needs ongoing care at school because they have been injured in an accident then they 
will receive support through the Accident Compensation Commission (ACC) 
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Physical Disability Service 
 
 
The Physical Disability Service provides physiotherapy and occupational therapy services at school to 
support students with a physical disability who do not receive ORRS resourcing, to participate and 
learn. 
 
Who can receive this service? 
 
Students with a physical disability that prevents them from participation and learning can receive this 
service. Students are usually able to walk, but may have difficulties with mobile and/or hand move-
ment. They may have specialised equipment to help them walk, write and perform tasks requiring fine-
motor skills. 
 
How do we access this service? 
 
The school can apply in consultation with the parent/s. The school’s Special Education Needs Coordi-
nator (SENCO) can assist with the application process. 
 
You’ll need to sent the application to either the local Special Education team or a Specialist School 
Provider (SSP) - depending on your location. In some parts of the country, the Physical Disability Ser-
vice is managed by Special Education and in others it’s managed by Specialist Service Provider 
schools. You can check who your local provider is through the Ministry website. A copy of the referral 
form is available from your local Special Education office. 
 
What happens next? 
 
If your application is successful a therapist from the Physical Disability Service will arrange to visit the 
school to see the student and to meet the teacher and parent/s. They will carry out a thorough assess-
ment based on the information provided in the application and on information provided by teacher and 
family. They will negotiate a service agreement that identifies goals and priorities for intervention, any 
resources needed, timeframes and the responsibilities of those involved. 
 
How is the service delivered? 
 
Depending on the student’s needs, support may be provided by an occupational therapist and/or a 
physiotherapist. Therapists use a range of approaches and decide in collaboration with everyone in-
volved what approach will best meet the needs of the student. One approach could be consultative, 
working though strategies to support your student. This might include training and ideas on how to 
make learning more accessible. Sometimes a therapist may work directly with your student or include 
your student in small group activities. 
 
The therapist may also make recommendations if equipment or areas of your school need to be modi-
fied so that your student can join in and learn alongside the rest of their class and take part in school 
events. 
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What physical disabilities are not covered? 
 
The following is not provided through this service: 
 

• Support for students who are under six and are not at school or are being home schooled. 
In this case students may be able to get occupational and/or physiotherapy services 
through the health service 

• Support for students already getting help through the Ongoing and Reviewable Resourc-
ing Schemes (ORRS) will not get this service as well 

• Funding for a teacher’s aide or ‘consumables’ (small equipment items) 
• Speech-language therapy. 

 
If the student’s disability is the result of an accident they may be able to get help from the Physical Dis-
ability Service. They must meet certain criteria and cannot already be getting occupational therapy or 
physiotherapy through the Accident Compensation Corporation (ACC). 
 
What if the student already gets help through the health service? 
 
The work of education and health specialists often overlaps and the student may be able to receive 
help from both services because the focus of therapists working for the Physical Disability Service is 
on removing barriers to education. Therapists working for the health service may have a broader focus 
on developing your student’s physical abilities. 
 
Does the Physical Disability Service provide teacher’s aide support? 
 
The Physical Disability Service does not pay for teacher’s aide support. When the school applies for 
this service it agrees to support the programme put in place by the therapist(s). This may meant the 
school uses its Special Education Grant to pay for teacher’s aide support if this is considered appropri-
ate. The school can also apply for funding for a teacher’s aide through the Resource Teachers: Learn-
ing and Behaviour (RTLB) cluster.
